
Procedures regarding payment of School Dinners 
Dear Parents
A few weeks ago I reminded parents in the Newsletter  about the procedures in place for paying dinner money.  I would like to thank all the parents who are paying for dinner money in the correct way. Unfortunately, Mrs King has reported to me that money is still being sent into school for dinners on a daily basis. 
 Many schools in Trafford have decided to move away from allowing children to chop and change daily and now insist that children remain on school dinners or sandwiches for the whole half-term or term and that dinner money is paid for weekly or even termly.   I am currently reviewing our situation with regards to this matter as I want to try and be as flexible as possible.  
Until a final decision is made about school dinners I would like to remind parents why it is not possible to send money in for dinners on a daily basis and to outline again how dinner monies should be sent into school.
· Mrs King is contracted to work for three days - Monday to Wednesday. She has many other important  administrative duties to attend to not just school dinners. She has to spend far too long counting dinners every day. At the moment many parents are continuing to pay for dinners on a Thursday and Friday. This means that when Mrs King returns to work on a Monday she not only has money to collate and bank from the previous week, but she has the money for the current week also. 
· By March 2010 all schools have a statutory duty to achieve the Financial Management in Schools Award (FMSIS) this is not optional but compulsory. At the moment we would be not be able to achieve this standard because money is not being collated and banked regularly enough. 
· Mrs Davies does an excellent job of providing us with nutritious and tasty meals. However, it is difficult for her to order the appropriate amount of food for dinners each day if she only knows the numbers on the day. 
Procedures for Paying Dinner Money
· On a Monday morning please send in a sealed envelope your child’s dinner money for the whole week. Please write the child’s name, class and days that dinners are required with the amount written on also. 
· Money for dinners must not be sent in on any other day except MONDAY. If any dinner money comes in after Monday of any week, we regret that we will have to return it to you and that week’s dinners will not have been paid for. We appreciate that very occasionally there may be an emergency when the money does not come in on Monday. We will try and be understanding and accommodate you should this happen.  

I would appreciate all parents support in this matter and I am sure that if we all follow these procedures then the system will work much more smoothly for all parties concerned. 
Thank you for your assistance in this matter.
